A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Ken Lebbin, Jacque Isern, Kirk Clawson, Jon Prescott and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. Councilmember Scott Tillotson was absent. City attorney Jane Isern was present, city administrator Chris Komarek was present. 
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried. All present voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve minutes for the June 11, 2024 council meeting seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson                                                                                              to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.

G. OLD BUSINESS: NONE
H. VISITORS: Brooke Carroll, James Ging, Jon Perron, Brittney Bailey, Chance Bailey, Alex Komarek, Janice Birzer, Jarrod Carr, Seth Schartz.  Alicia Straub arrived after the visitor section was over.
I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. KPP Solar Project Update: Kansas Power Pool staff was present to give an update on the KPP solar project that includes a 1 MW array that will be installed near Ellinwood airport.  KPP staff explained they are waiting on the USDA Notice to Proceed letter. 
2. 2023 Electric Fund Review:  KPP Staff presented the annual report that gives an overall assessment of the electric fund.   
3. Pit Bull Ordinance: Staff explained a request has been made to the city council to consider removing the ban against pit bull dogs and implementing a vicious dog ordinance instead.  Haley Ruble, possible future Ellinwood resident was present to address the city council regarding her request.

Presented to council were the current regulations and samples from other communities that have removed the breed specific ban and implemented a vicious dog regulation in its place.

After much discussion, the council directed legal counsel to draft a more flexible ordinance.

4. Wolf Hotel Sidewalk Project Payment Agreement: Presented to council was a Wolf Hotel Sidewalk Project Payment Agreement.  The specifics of the agreement were discussed at a prior meeting between the City of Ellinwood and Chris McCord for the shared costs of the sidewalk rehabilitation project around the Wolf Hotel.  Staff requested the city council to approve the agreement as presented before construction begins.   
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the Wolf Hotel Sidewalk Project Payment Agreement referenced above, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
5. Review of Residential Parking Ordinance: Presented to council was Ordinance 2024-5, an Ordinance amending the zoning regulations incorporated by reference in Chapter XVI of the Code of the City of Ellinwood by amending Article XVII, Section 1 of the Zoning Regulations. The ordinance specifically addresses parking regulations with the newest change to address parking in front yards of residential properties.  This issue has been addressed in Planning Commission meetings and the Planning Commission has recommended the changes to the parking regulations. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to adopt Ordinance 2024-5, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 
6. Review of Private Swimming Pool Regulations: Presented to council was Ordinance 2024-6, an ordinance amending the zoning regulations incorporated by reference in Chapter XVI of the Code of the City of Ellinwood, Kansas by amending Article XXI of the zoning regulations to add Section 14.  Staff explained there has been an increase in the installation of private pools around the community and several were placed in front yards of residential property which prompted the need for updated pool regulations.  
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A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to adopt Ordinance 2024-6, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 

Also presented to council was Ordinance 2024-7, an ordinance amending the zoning regulations incorporated by reference in Chapter XVI of the Code of the City of Ellinwood, Kansas by amending Article V, Section 1 of the zoning regulations to include three additional definitions.
After some discussion this issue was tabled to further clarify some definitions within the ordinance.
7. Discussion of Cemetery Re-Plat: Presented to council was a map of the proposed plat for the Lakin Comanche Cemetery, which is the area on the north side of the existing cemetery. The proposed plat has been approved by the Lakin Comanche Cemetery board and the Planning Commission.  After council approval it will be submitted to the County Clerk and Register of Deeds for recording. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the proposed plat for the Lakin Comanche Cemetery District, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 

8. Transformer Purchase:  Staff reported the City of Troy has done a voltage conversion to a higher voltage and has numerous used transformers for sale that match the city’s current needs.  Presented to the council was a list of transformers that are available for purchase to include 4 - 25 KVA, 
1 - 37 KVA, 1 - 167 KVA, 2 - 300 KVA and 1 - 500 KVA totaling $20,000. Staff also noted there could be a few more of the smaller units available when picking up the transformers. Also, there will be an additional future expense for the delivery of the transformers.  Staff requested the council to consider approving the transformer purchase not to exceed $25,000 in the event a few other transformers become available. 

A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the transformer purchase from the City of Troy not to exceed $25,000 plus delivery costs, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 
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9. Set Work Study Session for Review of Proposed 2025 Budget:  A study session is recommended to review the 2025 budget.  A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to schedule a budget review session for July 23, 2024, at 7:00 p.m., seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
10. Staff Report:
a.)  Staff reported to the council the need to remove the bulletin board  

which is located west of the city office and the rock garden which is     located north of the city office because of maintenance issues. 
b.)  The city will be hosting a chamber coffee on Friday morning.
c.)  Staff explained the downtown streetscape project is moving  

      along. There is a sample street light pole from City of Sterling for
                  council to review. Staff explained decisions will need to be made                        

                  regarding light poles, planters, benches and trash receptacles.
d.)  Staff reported city crews are flushing hydrants tonight, the power plant
      is doing some generating for training purposes and city crews are busy

      mowing.  
Mayor, Irlan Fullbright addressed Ms. Alicia Straub asking if she wanted to address city council since she arrived after the visitor section. Ms. Straub stated she was going on record to request water and sewer service at 101 N Main, and said it was a matter of public health and an emergency situation. She requested a public meeting with the full city council within 7 days.  No action was taken by the council on the request for a public meeting within 7 days.  Ms. Straub was advised of the next council meeting on August 13, 2024 and was informed she could request to be on the agenda or could address council during the visitor section.     

11. Executive session of Discussion of Property Acquisition: An executive session was requested for discussion of the acquisition of property. A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 75-4319 (b) (6) for the purpose of discussion of the acquisition of real property relating to a stormwater easement. Executive session will be for twenty (20) minutes beginning at 9:00 p.m. until 9:20   p.m. and council will reconvene in the council chambers at that time. Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney. Motion seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott. Motion carried. All present voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 9:00 p.m.

Meeting reconvened at 9:20 pm. No action taken.
