A. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Jon Prescott, Kirk Clawson, Ken Lebbin, Jacque Isern and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. Councilmember Scott Tillotson was present via zoom.  City attorney Jane Isern was present, city administrator Chris Komarek was present, and City Clerk Kim Schartz was also present. 
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried. All voting in favor.  

E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve minutes for the September 10, 2024, council meeting, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin                                                                   to authorize payment of bills and claims processed, seconded by Councilmember    Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried. All voting in favor.

H. VISITORS:  Jon Perron, Seth Schartz, Colleen Bowman, Brittney Bailey, Jarrod Carr, Rick Bowman, Chance Bailey and Stephanie Dunnaway
I. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Wolf Hotel Foundation Presentation: Chris McCord and Rick Casagrande requested to share with council the formation of a new 501(c)(3) Foundation for the Wolf Hotel. They were unable to attend, therefore the issue was tabled. 
2. Senior Center Presentation: Colleen Bowman, representing the Senior Center, attended the council meeting to provide insights into the center's operations. She noted that the Senior Center hosts potluck dinners and serves daily friendship meals, averaging 15 to 20 participants each day, in addition to offering meals on wheels. The center also facilitates transportation services to the grocery store, post office, and, on occasion, medical appointments. The center also invites speakers to discuss a range of topics with their members.
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3. City Airport Hanger Rental Policy: The City owns a hangar at the airport that can hold five planes.  One stall is used by the city for the storage of equipment used at the compost site.  The remaining four stalls are rented out by local citizens although only two are currently being used for the storage of a working/airworthy aircraft. The city has received two separate calls over the last year from individuals looking for a place to put an aircraft but have been turned away because all units are rented out.  Staff would like to make better use of the city-owned structure by renting to owners with operational planes, therefore making the airport a little more active.
Staff will continue to research the issue.

4. CMB License Application for the German Buffett: Presented to council was a cereal malt beverage application for St Joseph Parish for the use at the German Buffett on November 3, 2024.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve the cereal malt beverage application and issue a license for November 3, 2024, for the St Joseph Parish, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 

5. Agreement for Utility Easement: Presented to council was an agreement between the City and Ellinwood Community Church for a 25’ Right of Way along the east edge of their property.  This easement is necessary to install a new sewer line in the new housing area.     
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to authorize Mayor Irlan Fullbright to execute the Agreement for Permanent Utility Easement and the Permanent Utility Easement document, seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.    

6. Street Light Grant Material Approval: In June, the city received a grant from the KCC and the Department of Energy to replace all non-LED streetlights which was approved by the council at the June meeting. The city has now obtained approval for the selected type of lights and the associated costs. Attached is a quote from Stanion Wholesale totaling $35,582.25 for the lights and photo eyes. The grant awarded was $35,351.40. 
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A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to approve the quote from Stanion Wholesale for $35,582.25, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 

7. Vision Insurance Renewal: Presented to council was the renewal of the Vision Service Plan which renews every two years.  The renewal premium per employee has remained the same as it was two years ago at $19.02. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to approve the renewal of the Vision Service Plan at $19.02 per employee, per month, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott. Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 

8. KPP Voting Delegate: Staff explained that each member city has a vote on certain business items concerning KPP operations and each city is allowed one primary voting delegate and two alternates. Currently, Chris Komarek is the primary delegate and Jon Perron and Jarrod Carr are alternates. 
A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to appoint Chris Komarek as primary voting delegate and Jon Perron and Jarrod Carr as alternates, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott. Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
9. Set Meeting Dates for Solid Waste Study Sessions: October 14th is the deadline for receiving RFPs for Solid Waste Collection.  Staff would like to set up two special meetings to review the RFPs and possibly have the potential contractors in attendance to answer any questions.  These meetings will be study sessions only, no formal action will be taken on the solid waste program.

The special meetings were scheduled for Thursday, October 17th and Tuesday, October 22nd at 4:00 p.m.

10. Staff Report:
a. Water well 5 is currently being worked on and expecting to be back on-line at the end of the week.

b. Joel from EBH will have the Northwest Development final drawing within ten days to two weeks.
c. A new police pickup is now in service, and the city car will be going to auction at the end of the month.

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f. November 1st in McPherson – KPP rate forum. Staff would like as many councilmembers as possible to attend.

11. Executive Session – Review of Confidential information relating to individual Delinquent EMS Accounts: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to recess into executive session pursuant to KSA 45-221 (a) (3) for the review of delinquent EMS billing information.  Executive session will last for five (5) minutes, beginning at 8:05 p.m. until 8:10 p.m. and council will reconvene in council chambers at that time.  Persons to remain for the executive session are the governing body, city administrator, and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Jon Prescott.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor. 
Meeting reconvened at 8:10 p.m.  No action taken.
12. Consideration to Write Off Delinquent EMS Accounts: Our auditors recommend that we annually review our delinquent accounts and write off those accounts which are becoming aged.  A review and write-off of older accounts provide us with a more accurate number of collectible accounts receivable at year’s end. Staff have exhausted all avenues to collect debts for the EMS delinquent accounts.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Jon Prescott to approve for write-off, the list of delinquent EMS accounts totaling $11,270.95, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All voting in favor.
