A. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Irlan Fullbright called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers. 
B. ROLL CALL: Members present were Councilmembers Ken Lebbin, Scott Tillotson, Kirk Clawson, Jacque Isern and Mayor Irlan Fullbright. Councilmember Jon Prescott was absent. City attorney Jane Isern was present, city administrator Chris Komarek was present. Also present was Mike Gilmore representing the Great Bend Tribune.
C. RECITATION OF THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
D. APPROVAL OF AGENDA: A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.  
E. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Councilmember Scott Tillotson to approve minutes for the October 8, 2024 council meeting and October 17, 2024 and October 22, 2024 special council meetings seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.   

F. APPROPRIATIONS: A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern                                                                                to authorize payment of bills and claims processed seconded by Councilmember Ken Lebbin.  Motion carried. All present voting in favor.

I. NEW BUSINESS: 
1. Service Awards: Service awards were presented to the following city employees for their years of service to the City of Ellinwood.  The awards were presented to:
Steve Woodruff – 30 years – Fire Department

Jarrod Carr – 10 years – Electric Department
2. Solid Waste Ordinance Amendment: Presented to council was Ordinance 2024-13 which included changes needed to the current solid waste ordinance in anticipation of awarding a contract for the collection of solid waste. Major changes addressed included once per week residential collection year-round and the inclusion of curbside recycling. 
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A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to adopt Ordinance 2024-13 seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
3. Solid Waste Franchise Agreement: The future of the solid waste program has been discussed at several special council meetings. Request for Proposals for solid waste collection have been received and reviewed by council during these special meetings.  Presented to council was a final franchise agreement with Waste Connections of Kansas, Inc. d/b/a Stutzman Refuse Disposal.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the franchise agreement with Waste Connections of Kansas, Inc. d/b/a Stutzman Refuse Disposal, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.    
4. Solid Waste Rates: Presented to council was Ordinance 2024-14, an Ordinance establishing solid waste collection fees for the City of Ellinwood.  Staff explained the need for the new ordinance arises when there is a request for a second poly cart, either trash or recycling. The residential rate will remain the same at $18 per month which includes one solid waste poly cart and if the customer requests, one recycle cart. An additional trash poly cart is $6.00 per month and an additional recycle poly cart is $2.00 per month. Commercial customer rates shall be established by the Governing Body by separate resolution or ordinance.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to adopt Ordinance 2024-14, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.     
Presented to council was Resolution 111224, which addresses the commercial customer rates for solid waste collection.  

A motion was made by Councilmember Kirk Clawson to adopt Resolution 111224, seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 

5. Recycling Trailer and Cardboard: Staff requested council to consider the possibility of discontinuing the current recycling program since the new solid waste contractor will be offering curbside recycling. The current recycling program consists of the recycling trailer and cardboard collection site located at the power plant. 
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After some discussion, a motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to discontinue the current recycling program, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.  

6. Review of Golf Cart Ordinance: Staff reported there have been numerous concerns from the public regarding how golf carts are being used on city streets. Presented to council for review was Ordinance 2009-10 and Ordinance 2011-2, which amended sections 4 and 5 of Ordinance 2009-10.  Staff expressed the following concerns for council to consider:

· Annual registration requirement
· Limit the number of people in the golf cart to the number of seats available. 
· Underage drivers
· Parents holding infants in their lap
· Need to have slow moving emblem displayed
· No driving after dark
· Review annual licensing fee
This issue was for discussion only and will be re-visited at a future council meeting. 
7. Ambulance Bids: Staff explained that bids were sent out for a new ambulance to replace the 1999 Medtec unit. Presented to council were the following 4 quotes:

Staff explained the ambulance purchase would be funded with an amount not to exceed $100,000 from the Fire Ambulance Equipment fund and $225,000 financed through a lease purchase with Peoples Bank & Trust.  The EMS director and EMS staff present at the meeting would prefer the ambulance from Osage Ambulance.  
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A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the purchase of the ambulance from Osage Ambulance in the amount of $284,371 which is the cost without the trade-in value and to sell the old unit outright and approve the funding noted above to include the lease purchase with Peoples Bank & Trust.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Jacque Isern. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
8. Manhole, Storm Sewer Pipe and Water Main Pipe Bids for NW Development:  Staff explained as the city moves forward on the NW housing development there is a need to purchase infrastructure materials for the water, sanitary sewer and storm sewer systems. Presented to council were quotes from various companies for the purchase of manholes, storm sewer pipe and water man pipe:

A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the purchase of 7 manholes from McPherson Concrete in the amount of $13,849.31, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the purchase of water main pipe from Municipal Supply in the amount of $12,576, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson.  Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 

A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to approve the purchase of storm sewer pipe from Core & Main in the amount of $30,970.60, seconded by Councilmember Scott Tillotson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor. 
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9. Set Special Meeting Date for Curb and Gutter Bid Letting: A motion was made by Councilmember Jacque Isern to set a special meeting to review bids and award NW Development curb and gutter project on Tuesday, November 26th at 4:00 p.m.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.

Persons to remain in executive session are the governing body, city administrator and city attorney, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried. All present voting in favor.  The governing body recessed into executive session at 8:55 p.m.

Meeting reconvened at 9:10 p.m.  No action taken.
A motion was made by Councilmember Ken Lebbin to set the rate for temporary easement for the construction on the downtown streetscape project as the calculated value per square foot of the land as determined by the Barton County appraiser’s office for each property but with a minimum offer of $100, seconded by Councilmember Kirk Clawson. Motion carried.  All present voting in favor.
